The Burj Dubai

This ambitious building project with a height in excess of 700 metres and over 160 floors has been planned and designed by US architectural consortium Skidmore, Owings & Merrill (SOM). It is to house a hotel (up to the 39th floor), a large number of luxury apartments (up to floor no. 108) and several impressive office complexes (up to floor no. 153). The scheduled completion date is the end of 2008, giving a construction period of just 47 months. The building’s footprint at ground level measures around 280,000 square metres. The cost of the project is said to be about US$ 876 million. The current tallest buildings in the world are the ‘Sears Tower’ in Chicago, USA, which measures 527 metres from top to base (height up to roof: 442 m) and the ‘Taipei 101’ in Taipei, Taiwan, extending 509 m to its tip (height up to roof: 460 m).
